This is an 14 mile trail with 30 river crossings; the temp will be 80-65 degrees
and probably some rain.

Backpack

sleeping bag and ground pad

boots & river sandals (or an old pair of tennis shoes you don’t mind ruining)

small flashlight (or headlamp—bring an extra one)

extra pairs of socks or two

a couple of extra t-shirts (you will get them wet...so shy away from white...)

you could even wear your bathing suit under your hiking clothes. Just a bathing suit
would not be good.

wind and/or waterproof jacket

spoon, fork, knife

water bottle (for water that you want to drink on the hike in, pack your own from
home)

tarp or tent (if you have one; if not, get with someone of the same sex who does)
hat/bandana

money for dinner at fast food on Saturday

If you have a camp stove, please be sure to bring it with fuel.
